Liability Release Form 
 

THIS FORM MUST BE SIGNED BY ALL PERSONS PARTICIPATING IN  

ACTIVITIES OF THE LUNDSTRUM CENTER FOR THE PERFORMING ARTS. 
The undersigned, being fully aware of the risks that go along with dancing, singing, acting, and related per-
forming activities, shall hereby: 

1.  Assume all risks of bodily injury (including death) and property damage inherent in dancing, singing, 
acting, and related performing activities at the Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts and observ-
ing or attending any event; 
 

2.  Release and hold harmless Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts and the staff, agents, and em-
ployees of Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts from all liability to me, my child, my personal 
representatives, assigns, heirs, and next of kin, against any claim or cause of action which I, or anyone 
claiming by, through or under me, may at any time have against those hereby released arising out of 
bodily injury (including death), property damage, loss or theft of articles suffered by me or my child 
while dancing, singing, acting, performing, at Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts and/or at-
tending any event whether or not held at the premises; 
 

3.  Have read and agreed to abide by the Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts policies as amended 
from time to time. 
 

4.  This Liability Release shall apply whether the injury or loss occurs at the studio, within or outside the 
building, or at any event occurring off the premises. 

 
5.  I authorize Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts (LCPA) to photograph & videotape my child 

while participating in an LCPA program or an LCPA field trip.  I understand that the photographs and 
video footage that may be used to publicize the program will always be used in a positive manner.  I 
also understand that all photographs and video footage are the property of LCPA. 

 
6.  If deemed necessary, my child may be transported by a Lundstrum Center for the Performing Arts 

(LCPA) staff member or volunteer. I understand that if my child is to be picked up from an LCPA ses-
sion, it must be by his/her parent. If not, a note will be provided stating that another person will be 
picking up that student. LCPA is not responsible for a student once that student leaves the site of an 
LCPA program.
